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EDUCATION: Professor Yelpaala is a tenured Professor of Law at the University of the Pacific, McGeorge School of Law in Sacramento, California. He received his LL.B (Honors) (1970) and B.L. (1972) from the University of Ghana, Legon, Ghana. He obtained an M.B.A. in 1977 from Bowling State University, Bowling Green, Ohio where he specialized in Finance and International Business. He also obtained the Masters of Legal Institutions (1979) (an interdisciplinary degree focusing on law, economics, development theory and industrial policy and legislation) and a Doctors of Juridical Science (S.J.D.) (1985) from the University of Wisconsin, Madison specializing in the intersection between political institutions, governance, foreign investment behavior of multinationals, international trade theory and policy through econometric modeling.  He specializes in interception between public international law and other disciplines, international business transactions, complex global corporate structures, global business strategic planning, multidimensional and interdisciplinary aspects of foreign direct investments, development economics, governance, industrial policy and industrial legislation. 


WORK EXPERIENCE:  In addition to teaching, research and publications on several subjects including international humanitarian law, Professor Yelpaala has provided strategy and planning advice to small and large global enterprises on matters of internal structures and in their dealings with governments.
